This week the UK came bottom of the European league table for water quality, with Only 110 coastal and
inland sites were judged excellent in the latest bathing water quality data from Europe’s environmental
watchdog.

That leaves the UK rock bottom in Europe behind Poland, with less than one in five of bathing points
rated excellent.

GMB is accusing privatised water companies of making buckets of profits but ‘waiving their
responsibilities’.

Last week damning statistics were revealed by the Council for Water (CCW) which showed over 1.7
million in Britain were in "water poverty’, which it defines as having to spend more than 5% of their

income after housing costs on water bills.

The statistics also revealed that 5 million families were at risk of falling into Water Poverty.
